Show Them Jesus: Teaching the Gospel to Kids is a new title from Jack Klumpenhower and New
Growth Press that seeks to turn teachers and parents hearts toward the Gospel in their teaching
rather than simply moralistic lessons. There are plenty of "dare to be a Daniel" lesson plans and
Klumpenhower aims to show readers that there needs to be more "look at Jesus’ work" teaching
going on in the church. Our natural default is to always look at our works, either our good works
which leads us to thinking that God is pleased with our effort, or our bad works which leads to a God
who is angry with our pitiful sins. Instead, the church (all ages) needs to gain a clearer picture and
understanding of the perfect righteousness that is imputed to us by the work of Christ and how we
can find our rest and identity in Him alone, not our good/bad works. Klumpenhower sounds the
gospel bell loudly for all to hear and anyone who teaches children whether in church or at home
should take notice to what he has to say.The following quote is probably the best summary of the
book | could give, so | will let Klumpenhower himself give it. He states: Typical religion is about
doing what your god or gods require; it's following your beliefs and methods to achieve some goal or
approval..... Let’s face it: Christianity is often packaged this way. Live a good life and things will go
well for you. Find the right spiritual resources and you'll be blessed. Ask Jesus into your heart and
you’ll be saved. This is why many people say all religions are the same. In some sense, they’re
right. But Jesus didn’t bring typical religion. He brought good news.... The principle [of news] is,
